4. National guidelines/standards

There are no national guidelines/standards in Greece for coronary heart disease prevention or treatment, hypertension, stroke, hyperlipideamia, obesity or diabetes. There are national dietary recommendations for the adults, published in 1999 by the National Committee for Dietary Policy.
In general, the Hellenic Society of Cardiology, the Hellenic Heart Foundation and all the other Societies and Associations conform to the guidelines and standards published by the European Society of Cardiology. Notably, the Hellenic Cardiological Society for Greece was the third European country that developed country-specific risk score for CVD mortality based on HeartScore. Most of the guidelines published by the ESC and ACC/AHA, including the recently published guidelines of the 4th Task Force on Prevention, have been translated in Greek. However, there is no official commitment to these recommendations undertaken by the governmental authorities.

5. National targets, monitoring and evaluation

No public health or cardiovascular health promotion and/or disease prevention targets have been set in Greece. Similarly, no monitoring, systematic public reporting or evaluation of cardiovascular health promotion and/or disease prevention was recorded.
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
